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(c) The renewal fee for registration and/or certification as a forestry specialist shall be
waived when a license or certificate is issued less than ninety (90) days before the date
on which it will expire.

(d) Application fees for registration, certificatjon as a forestry specialist, or reinstatement
following withdrawal, shall be retained by the Board regardless of the disposition of the
application. |

(e) The Professional Foresters Examining Committee shall review, at least once every
five years, the availability of funds necessary to administer this Chapter (Chapter 10 of
Division 1.5 of Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations) and recommend any fee

changes necessary for continued administration.
